It is a general observation that today’s child are getting increasingly active, more impulsive and developing a strongest dominant relationship towards their surrounding objects. However, this behavioral fact only becomes relevant when it can be clearly observed in relation with the rest of fellows of the same age. 

In order to deal with this kind of disorders -which we call hyperactivity and usually have an associated a certain lack attention-, two set of indications or symptoms can be identified:

A combination of behaviors resulting in an excessive mobility of the body, normally associated to an impulsive conduct and a lack of attention. In such cases, we observe that the child is not able to prepare anticipated responses and a presents a limited sensibility to the external advices of errors and mistakes.  

Although the starting age is very changeable, these behaviors are initially revealed when the child has between three and five years old. Some child, however, does not show any indication of the disease until they reach a well-developed adolescence. 

Nowadays, at the beginning of the twenty-one century, these disturbances are associated to a lack of efficiency in the brain circuits that determine the inhibition and control of conducts. Moreover, these neurological problems also produce an alteration in the ability of a maintained attention, as well as a worse perception of the immediate rewards, which might be obtained by adopting a certain aptitude.  

In particular, we focus in different aspects concerning hyperactivity and impulsivity: 

· They shake nervously their hands or feet, or perform unnecessary displacements when seated. 

· He stands up frequently in situations where he should remain seated. 

· He is constantly running and climbing even when it is very inappropriate.

· It is very hard to keep him quiet when playing.

· He speaks too much and presents an excess of activity.

· He hastily answers the questions before being formulated.

· They present difficulties when waiting their turn.

· He interrupts the other child in the classroom.
As a lack of attention, the next points are considered: 

· Do not pay attention to the details and make mistakes in the scholar tasks, works or activities. 

· Presents difficulties when keeping the attention in the jobs and ludic activities. 

· It seems that he is not listening when you talk to him. 

· He does not follow the instructions, leave some jobs unfinished and does not complete its scholar duties. 

· He presents difficulties when organizing activities. 

· He rejects the commitment with every task that requires a maintained mental effort as, for instance, the academic duties. 

· He looses important objects which are necessary to do their duties (toys, notebooks, pencils, tools in general).

· He leads away from the activity under any external stimulus. 

· He frequently forgets the objectives of the activity. 
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
